By Car : Approaching  from Manchester on the A666, leave the dual carriageway at the slip road signposted Bury A579 (A58).


Turn right, towards Bury, then right at the next junction, into Castle St. The Ukrainian Social club is 50 yards along, on the left.


There is a small car park and on street parking.





By Train :  Turn left from the railway station, down the hill. Cross over Manchester Road, pass the new Bolton Travelodge and the A666 junction. Castle Street is the next major junction. Turn right and the venue is 50 yards along, on the left. It is a ten to fifteen minute walk.
